Andrew Chilton’s Electronic Score Sheet for Judges

This is a live Google document that I use so, please copy and paste it to your own spreadsheet. I cannot truly "share" this one because if competitions were happening on the same day or if anyone that had access to it were to edit it, it would change it entirely. So, simply copy and paste the entire spreadsheet into your own shared Google document spreadsheet, share it with your judges, and just have it up on the day of the competition.

Directions:
Write in the names and poem of each contestant under round one. Copy and paste this information to judge two, three, and accuracy judge spaces farther down column B. Then you write their names and poems for "round two" and copy and paste it down column B under "round two". Each judge then opens the shared document and scrolls down to the color-coded section that is there to score. They simply insert the number they find appropriate. The spreadsheet is calibrated to do all the computations for you. Each individual score is tallied at the end of each row. At the very bottom of the spreadsheet there is a cumulative score cell that has a formula that will automatically compute the total score. As soon as a judge is done scoring, we know who the winner is. 
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
